240,00 for Local 181 Carpenter

While pulling on a crowbar to strip forms,
claimant (a union carpenter) felt a pop and pain in
his left shoulder. Medical testing revealed that he
had a torn rotator cuff. The rotator cuff is a group
of four muscles (supraspinatus, infraspinatus,
subscapularis, and teres minor) and several
tendons which surround the shoulder joint to keep
it in place.

The rotator cuff can. as in this case, be injured by
a single traumatic event. However, repetitive
motions, especially overhead, can also cause
rotator cuff tears. Some of the common
symptoms of rotator cuff tears are pain when
raising or lowering the arm, weakness, or
cracking sounds when moving the shoulder.

Common treatments for rotator cuff tears include
rest. use of a sling, steroid injection,
anti-inflammatory medications and physical
therapy. In many cases. surgery will be
necessary. There are different types of surgery
(i.e. arthroscopic or open), depending on the
extent of the injury. It may take several months
for the patient to heal after the surgery.

In this workers compensation claim, we obtained
full payment of all medical and temporary
disability benefits, plus a $240.000 settlement.
Claimant is now back at work full-time. doing
carpentry in Nevada.

$226.000 for Local 250 Carpenter

Attorney Douglas Rallo has obtained a workers
compensation settlement for a local 250 carpenter
who injured his back at work. The claimant and a
co-worker were hanging coreboard in an elevator
shaft. Each piece weighed about 180 pounds.
The claimant raised the coreboard up over his
shoulder to hand it to the co-worker who was
standing above him. While both were holding on
to it, the co-worker suddenly twisted the board.
This movement caused an unexpected and rapid
rotation of claimant’s low back. resulting in a
herniated disk. Douglas Rallo made sure all
medical bills and weekly disability benefits were

paid, and negotiated an additional $226.000
settlement for this union carpenter.

200.000 for Local 250 Carpenter

While constructing a ride at Great America,
claimant, a local 250 union carpenter, was on a
muddy Symons concrete form. The mud caused
him to slip and lose his balance. The claimant
injured his shoulder and underwent surgery to
repair torn cartilage. Libertyville attorney
Douglas Rallo filed a workers compensation
claim. Rallo settled that claim for a lump-sum
cash payment of $200.000, in addition to
obtaining payment of $40.828 of medical bills and
$75.000 in TTD/off-work benefits, for a total of
$315,000.

Settlement for Back Injury

A Waste Management employee was pushing a
heavy dumpster up an incline. A fruit peel was on
the ground. The claimant stepped on it, slipped
and lost his footing. The dumpster rolled back
toward him, pressing claimant up against a wall.
The claimant had pre-existing arthritis in his back
which was discovered when post-accident x-ray
film were taken. Claimant had no prior
knowledge of, or problems with, his arthritic
back. Where a person has a medical condition
without symptoms, the condition is called
“asymptomatic”. However, claimant’s
“asymptomatic” condition was made
symptomatic, i.e. painful. because of the work
trauma, according to his lawyer, Douglas Rallo.
“Even though there were no structural changes to
his anatomy from the accident. merely causing
pain from a previously quiet condition can be
enough to justify workers compensation benefits”,
said Rallo. As a result. claimant received a
settlement of $198.500 plus full payment of his
medical bills and weekly disability benefits.
Claimant is now gainfully employed in
Minnesota.
